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Our team is building and planning the operation of a 3U CubeSat,
CalgaryToSpace Satellite 1 (CTS-SAT-1), set to launch in early 2025 as Calgary’s
first student-developed satellite.



Satellite 1 will serve as an experiment platform for scientific payloads
developed by researchers at the University of Calgary. 

PAYLOADS

DEPLOYABLE COMPOSITE LATTICE BOOM (DCLB)

MINIATURIZED PLASMA IMAGER  (MPI)

The MPI is an ionospheric anemometer
that measures ionospheric winds and ion
concentration of plasma. It is a flight-
proven instrument that will perform its first
long-term mission on Satellite 1.
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The DCLB has potential future applications for deployables on
compact satellites. It was manufactured using a novel patent-
pending technique and will be demonstrated in space for the first
time aboard Satellite 1.



OUR PROGRESS

ON-BOARD COMPUTER (OBC)

CalgaryToSpace has achieved some important milestones in just a few
years, including but not limited to the following:

CLEAN ROOM

FLIGHT HARDWARE

We are currently building our
FlatSat in our self-implemented
clean-room, which makes use of a
laminar flow table.
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CalgaryToSpace has successfully
designed, assembled and qualified
the onboard computer that will run
all satellite operations.

To date, CalgaryToSpace has
acquired important hardware
including our GPS receiver, main
communications transceiver and
Electrical Power System.

GROUND STATION

We've partnered with RIDE! space to facilitate the process of finding a
launch provider. We will be announcing our launch date soon!
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Our team recently celebrated the
assembly of the 40-foot-tall
communications tower for our
very own ground station, located
at the Rothney Astrophysical
Observatory near Calgary. After
installation of the antenna, our
ground station will be complete!
